______ I understand that Martha’s Pantry is run exclusively by volunteers and our staff is small with a 
“family-like” atmosphere.  I understand the importance of being punctual.  Our doors are open 
for a limited time during the week and being on time is important to serving our clients.  If I 
am unable to keep a commitment or if I am going to be late due to circumstances, I agree to 
notify a staff person. 

 
______ I agree to refrain from using obscene language or speaking with reference to topics that may 

offend others (which includes sexual innuendoes, racial slurs, political statements, to name a 
few).  This is important when interacting with other volunteers, staff, and especially clients.  It 
is always important to portray a professional image while volunteering at Martha’s Pantry. 
 

______ I understand that our clients should be treated with respect and dignity.  It is important to 
remember that our clients come from many backgrounds, including racial backgrounds, 
economic circumstances and sexual orientations. 
 

______ I understand that Martha’s Pantry is here to help those in need.  I will do my best to help 
individuals who we service to the best of my ability. 
 

______ I understand that computer equipment at Martha’s Pantry is for business-use.  I will limit my 
using the computers for personal tasks such as letters or other personal documents.  It is 
understandable that we all need access to a computer to do things from time-to-time and that 
is acceptable as long as it does not interfere with business. 
 

______ I understand that Martha’s Pantry is run exclusively by volunteers; which means we all must 
“pitch-in” to do the more mundane tasks such as vacuuming, emptying garbage, tidying-up, 
etc.  I will do my best to help wherever I can to present a clean and professional environment. 
 

______ I understand that I may be asked to lift or move objects that may require some physical 
exertion.  If I am unable to successfully lift or move an object (due to it’s weight or size), I will 
ask for help.  We do not want anybody to sustain an injury while volunteering.   
 

______ I understand that other individuals aside from clients visit Martha’s Pantry.  It is important to 
portray a sense of professionalism when interacting with clients, visitors, donors, etc.  I agree 
not to speak negatively of other individuals who are clients, volunteers or staff while in the 
presence of others who may visit our facility.
